The message about the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing, but to us who
are being saved it is the power of God.

Where is the one who is wise? Where is the scribe? Where is the debater of this age?
Has not God made foolish the wisdom of the wotld? For since, in the wisdom of God,
the world did not know God through wisdom, God decided, through the foolishness
of our proclamation, to save those who believe. For Jews demand signs and Greeks
desire wisdom, but we proclaim Christ crucified, a stumbling block to Jews and
foolishness to Gentiles, but to those who are the called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ
the power of God and the wisdom of God. For God’s foolishness is wiser than human
wisdom, and God’s weakness is stronger than human strength.

Consider your own call, brothers and sisters: not many of you were wise by human
standards, not many were powerful, not many were of noble birth. But God chose
what is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God chose what is weak in the world

to shame the strong; God chose what is low and despised in the world, things that are
not, to reduce to nothing things that are, so that no one might boast in the presence of
God. He is the source of your life in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom from
God, and righteousness and sanctification and redemption, in order that, as it is
written, “Let the one who boasts, boast in the Lord.”

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and
said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and
for many for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of

and daughters; through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head of the
Church, and the author of our salvation.

Ministration of Communion

In The Episcopal Church, all baptized persons are welcome to receive Holy Communion
regardless of age or Christian tradition. Anglicans believe in the “Real Presence” of Christ;
in the Bread and Wine, Christ is made “real” and “present” to us. By this grace Christ is
received even if only one of the elements is received if you so wish.

As you come forward, you may receive the Bread from the priest, then you may go to the
chalice on your left (facing the altar) to intinct the bread (“DIP”), or to your right to drink
from the cup (“SIP”). Please refrain if you are not feeling well. Those who are not baptized
or prefer not to take communion may receive a blessing from the priest; please indicate your
request by crossing your arms over your heart.

A Prayer for Those Participating from Home

In union, blessed Jesus, with the faithful gathered at every altar of your Church where your blessed Body and Blood
are offered this day, I long to offer praise and thanksgiving, for creation and all the blessings of this life, for the
redemption won for us by your life, death, and resurrection, for the means of grace and the hope of glory. I believe
that you are truly present in the Holy Sacrament, and, since I cannot at this time receive Communion, 1 pray you
to come into my heart. I unite myself with you and embrace you with all my heart, my soul, and my mind.
