A Reading from the Gospel of Matthew (21:1-11)

at the Mount of Olives, Jesus sent two disciples, saying to them, “Go into the
village ahead of you, and immediately you will find a donkey tied, and a colt with
her; untie them and bring them to me. If anyone says anything to you, just say this,
“The Lord needs them.” And he will send them immediately.” This took place to
tulfill what had been spoken through the prophet, saying,

“Tell the daughter of Zion,

Look, your king is coming to you,
humble, and mounted on a donkey,
and on a colt, the foal of a donkey.”

The disciples went and did as Jesus had directed them; they brought the donkey
and the colt, and put their cloaks on them, and he sat on them.

Ministration of Communion

In The Episcopal Church, all baptized persons are welcome to receive Holy Communion
regardless of age or Christian tradition. Anglicans believe in the “Real Presence” of Christ;
in the Bread and Wine, Christ is made “real” and “present” to us. By this grace Christ is
received even if only one of the elements is received if you so wish.

As you come forward, you may receive the Bread from the priest, then you may go to the
chalice on your left (facing the altar) to intinct the bread (“DIP”), or to your right to drink
from the cup (“SIP”). Please refrain if you are not feeling well. Those who are not baptized
or prefer not to take communion may receive a blessing from the priest; please indicate

your request by crossing your arms over your heart.
